Subject: Big Easy Wing Requirements & Priorities for Checkout of Aircraft Sponsors of the Stuka

Requirements. The following is required of all BEW Stuka Ju 87 Aircraft Sponsors before flights:
1. A paid-in-full donation of $1,500 to the Commemorative Air Force.  

2. A current FAA Private Pilot Certificate and 200 hours total Pilot in Command time in their logbook.

3. A prior checkout in BEW’s Pt-17 Stearman by the Wing’s Chief Pilot.  See Big Easy Wing Requirements & Priorities for Checkout of Aircraft Sponsors of the PT-17 for reference.  

4. Completed entry into our KAStrack system of all flying certificates, flight time, and landings (especially full stop) in tailwheel aircraft. 
5. A review of all the above and the applicant's logbook(s) for past flying experience and his or her FAA safety record by the BEW Operations Officer before proceeding further.  

6. Approval by the BEW's Flight Evaluation Board made up of the Unit Leader, the Operations Officer and the Chief Pilot, prior to submitting a Request for Transition to CAF HQ.   

7. When approved to begin training in the Stuka by CAF HQ, a minimum of ten full stop landings in the PT-17 after being qualified to fly solo in that aircraft and before the start of training in the Stuka.

8. Completion of the Stuka ground school, including passing a written examination and a cockpit checkout by a qualified instructor pilot.

9. A 20 minute taxi practice on the tarmac outside the east side of the BEW hangar to get the feel of the aircraft’s engine, flight controls  and brake system under the supervision of an instructor on the ground.

10. A successful solo flight in the Stuka to include at least six safe full stop landing.  The flight will be monitored on a two-way radio by a Stuka instructor with verbal assistance rendered as necessary. 

Note: Upon successful completion of all Requirements, all fully qualified Stuka pilots will be included in a list of such pilots who will take turns making themselves available to ferry the aircraft to and from CAF approved airshows where the plane will be put on static display for public viewing.  Other flights, all local, in the aircraft will be done for the sake of keeping current and paid for on a cost-per-hour basis. 

Priorities. Assuming all the above has been done, the following are the established priorities to begin training and checkout in the Stuka in order of priority:
1. Pilots checked out in the BEW’s PT-17 and having soloed in that aircraft and exceeding the minimum requirements stated in #7 above. 

2. Pilots checked out in the BEW’s PT-17 and having soloed in that aircraft and meeting the absolute minimum requirements stated in #7 above.

Note: The Stuka will not be flown in CAF’s Rides program because of the very limited space available in the rear “gunner’s seat” due to its 7/10 scale.  It will be used as a static display aircraft to provide a flying example of a famous (and infamous) German dive bomber used in Hitler’s Blitzkrieg campaigns on the western and eastern fronts during WWII, as well as in the evacuation of Allied troops from Dunkirk, and the Battle of Britain, among other examples of its use as a tactical weapon of war and, with the screaming siren used during its air-to-ground attacks, a weapon of terror to all those below.
